Her new friends and
boyfriend help to conquer it with every day that comes their way, but for Elena, | feel that things
aren’t always going right for her, and there’s always something to cause a rift in the people she’s
meant to put her entire faith in.One of the reasons why | find this series so interesting is because of
how much all my favorite things are in it. Elena’s failings is one of them, seeing her try again and
again to do what'’s right by her.

There are still times, though, when |
feel like she’s being difficult, as things are getting a little darker and more confusing. I'm starting to
see a stubborn side of her | don’t know if | like, just yet.
