This book takes you through the why, opening my eyes to
much more than | knew. | am walking away with much more and the desire to know more. | got
myself a copy of Rosarium Virginus Mariae, the encyclical by Pope St John Paul Il which is quoted
and referenced often throughout the book.The book has twelve chapters. The first seven chapters
gives you the hows and the whys of the Rosary. You are furnished with help and understanding for
the defense of the Rosary. Help and understanding for struggles in starting and praying the Rosary.
There is also a short history of the Rosary. Each chapter has group study questions to help you
delve deeper and for further reflection.Chapters eight to eleven takes you deeper into each decade
of the Rosary as | have never been. The scriptures that relate to the various decades are broken
down, expounded and opened to me in ways that have given new meaning to each decade. These
allow for further contemplation, meditation and understanding.Chapter twelve is a Scriptural Rosary.
I've prayed the Scriptural Rosary before it is great especially if your mind wanders alot during
prayer.This book is great for group study as well as individual reading. The discussion questions at
the end of the first eleven chapters work well to encourage discussion in a group setting or allow for

For the last couple of years | have had a few books by Edward Sri on my to be read list, but had not
got to them yet. After reading this book they have jumped way up in that pile of books waiting to be
read. Dr. Edward Sri packs a lot of material into this short volume on the Rosary. In 12 chapters and
under 200 pages this book is about encountering Jesus, engaging Jesus through Mary and being
encouraged in our faith through this devotion. Dr. Sri encourages us by unfolding this simple prayer
and taking the intimidation factor out of this practice. Throughout the book we are inspired to
engage with Jesus and Mary and the biblical narrative. And Through the reflections, and meditation
we will encounter Jesus and be drawn closer to him.The book opens with a quote from Pope Saint

this book aims to do: inspire ordinary Catholics to turn to their beads more often and help them pray
the rosary in a way that is meaningful for their lives-in a way that is truly life-giving. And in the
process, | hope they’ll discover what many great saints and ordinary folk throughout the centuries
have experienced: a deeper peace, joy, and encouragement that comes from the subtle but
profound encounter one can have with Jesus and Mary in this prayer."And that is what he does
throughout the rest of the book. As you work through the book either on your own or in a group,
each chapter ends with a series of questions. They are intended for group study but can also be
worked through individually. Each chapter has either 4 or 5 questions in this section. The chapter
that had the greatest impact on me was "More than Words: Ten Ways to Encounter Jesus More in
the Rosary" The questions from the end of this chapter as an example are:"Group Study
Questions1. Why is the Glory Be a fitting finale for each decade of the rosary? How does this prayer
relate to the mysteries we contemplate?2. How do the beads aid your prayer of the rosary?3. Pope
St. John Paul Il wrote, "It is clearAfA¢A & -A Athat many people will not be able to recite more
than a part of the Rosary" every day, and hence comes the practice of reciting different sets of
mysteries on different days. Some people might find it difficult to recite even five decades at one
sitting-or kneeling. What are some ways of incorporating the rosary into a busy schedule?4. The
pope suggested that reciting different mysteries throughout the week "has the effect of giving the
different daysAfA¢A & -A Ala certain spiritual 'color” (RVM, 38). How can the Joyful Mysteries
color your Mondays and Saturdays? The Luminous, your Thursdays? The Sorrowful, your Tuesdays
and Fridays? The Glorious, your Sundays?"The four chapters going deeper in the bible on each of
the different mysteries are wonderful. And overall it is an excellent book. | would see it becoming a

our spiritual life. I highly recommend it!

Dr. Sri begins the book by breaking down why we pray the Rosary and what can cause us to stop
praying it. His explanations are clear and concise. On the chapter about if the Rosary gives too
much attention to Mary, Sri writes, "As a father, | do not view my children’s love for each other as
competition for love and attention that should be given to me. Rather, | rejoice all the more when |
see my children asking each other for help and lovingly responding to each other’s needs. In a
similar way, our heavenly Father rejoices when he sees his sons and daughters loving each other
so much that they ask each other for prayer and intercede for each other’s needs." (Sri, 21) This is
something | can relate to as a mother, but also something I've never thought of prayer in such a way
before.Focus Upon the MysteriesThe last few chapters covers in depth each of the mysteries of the
Rosary and the biblical meaning of each event. Again, this debunks the theory that the Rosary is
focused too much on Mary, in the fact that the majority of the mysteries we are to ponder focuses
upon an event in Jesus’ life. The mysteries that focus upon Mary contemplate who Mary was, how
her life was changed by being the Mother of God, and in these mysteries what we are to look
forward to if we are a Child of God.Small Group FocusedThis book would be a wonderful small
group study book, in that the chapters are short and there are discussion questions at the end of
each chapter that will help facilitate good discussion among the group, without being too personal.
Praying the Rosary Like Never Before, by Dr. Edward Sri, would be a great book to bring to your

prayer time and will help you fall completely in love with the Rosary!
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
