Seven years ago, carefree college student Flora was kidnapped while on

spring break. For 472 days, Flora learned just how much one person can endure. Flora Dane is a

survivor. Miraculously alive after her ordeal, Flora has spent the past five years reacquainting

herself with the rhythms of normal life, working with her FBI victim advocate, Samuel Keynes. She

has a mother who's never stopped loving her, a brother who is scared of the person she's become,

and a bedroom wall covered with photos of other girls who've never made it home. Flora Dane is

reckless. ...or is she? When Boston detective D. D. Warren is called to the scene of a crime - a dead

man and the bound, naked woman who killed him - she learns that Flora has tangled with three

other suspects since her return to society. Is Flora a victim or a vigilante? And with her firsthand

knowledge of criminal behavior, could she hold the key to rescuing a missing college student whose

abduction has rocked Boston? When Flora herself disappears, D. D. realizes a far more sinister

predator is out there. One who's determined that this time, Flora Dane will never escape. And now it

is all up to D. D. Warren to find her.
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This is a must-read novel!Lisa Gardner has risen to the challenge of how to write books that are

increasingly more compelling. Find Her involves D.D. Warren whose investigation brings in a young

woman named Flora, who was kidnapped and held captive for over a year. Is she a vigilante or in

the wrong place at the wrong time?What I loved most about this novel is the description of the



relationship between Flora and her captor. Flora is a prisoner, but she's grateful for anything her

captor gives her. She's a prisoner, but doesn't take advantages of opportunities to run away. The

big mystery is why she's so interested in other missing girls when her captor is dead.I wasn't

disappointed when the mystery was solved.

This is my first Lisa Gardner book and somehow, I seem to have started at the 8th book in an

eight-book series. No matterÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚â€•it is an excellent read as a standalone. There are

enough reviews that you don't need me to reiterate what others have said. Let me just add my

2Ãƒâ€šÃ‚Â¢ that the author does a brilliant job of taking the worst, most horrifying kind of subject

matter and relating the story in a readable way. No lingering on horror or gratuitous wallowing in

nihilistic depravity. This, to me, is the sign of a true artist; the suspense is ratcheted up to 11 without

making the reader live through horrifying violence. (There is some but it's minimal and appropriate.

No torture.) The finest sort of psychological thriller. Bravo! Also awesome: it is a tale of redemption,

too.

Lisa Gardner has written another thriller featuring her favorite detective, DD Warren and a scary

story of kidnapping and illegitimate incarceration, in a coffin, no less. But the victim turns out to be

pretty clever herself, and gets herself out of some tight spots with DD's help. This book is not for the

light of heart, as it depicts in vivid detail what it is like to be kidnapped and treated terribly poorly

throughout your ordeal. But I really liked the intricate plot and the usual surprises that Gardner

builds in to her stories.
