Some reported experiences are negative.My favorite section is Part Two- "What Lies

Between The Worlds."I was struck by the message or life changes of some NDE survivors that

mirrors what Messiah gave as an answer to the question "what is the greatest commandment?" in

Matthew 22:37-40. A lot of these survivors talk of God's love and they stress loving others.The

author provides Scriptural answers to many questions and aspects of the afterlife.This book is

definitely worth reading.
