Sadly, I didn't feel that this book was very helpful and lacked details. Maybe that is what it is meant

for, and if you are traveling quickly through the country this book is for you. However, for someone

who has lived in El Salvador and traveled in it as well, it wasn't very exciting or provided any new

information. I would rather recommend the Lonely Planet El Salvador/Nicaragua book. At this point

it may be a bit out dated with prices or bus routes, but very well written and informative.

This book is

safe and cheap compared with a plane ticket and a body guard.
