keepers. From Israel to Egypt, Ethiopia, and the ruins of Great Zimbabwe, the journey leads to

places Parfitt could never have imagined. He encounters a cannibalistic tribe in Papua, New

Guinea.

ParfittÃ¢â‚¬â„¢s narrative fits the Indiana Jones label; itÃ¢â‚¬â„¢s thoroughly cinematic in tone,

with scenes of heartstopping action and featuring characters so quirky they feel more fictional than

real. (With no notes, and the disclaimer that names and personal details have been changed, who

can say for sure?) But the book also has strong scholarly underpinnings that explain the mystical

nature of the Ark, its possible uses, and why and how it could still exist. The resolution of the

mystery again evokes Raiders of the Lost Ark, but it could have real-world significance, and it just

might lead to another fascinating adventure. --Ilene Cooper
