However, the section on exponents is

ridiculous. The book says to "Basic Exponent Rules" And then there actually aren't any usable

examples with solutions. There are a bunch of "x"s and exponents, but they aren't actually attached

to any rules and you don't have the answers. It makes absolutely no sense. The next page says

"See if you if you can figure out "the special exponent rules" based on what you know about the

basic exponent rules. And then of course there are a bunch of numbers with no rules attached, no

explanations, etc.The other big disappointment is that several years ago (in the 2011 edition), there

was this fantastic section in the Reading chapter on "seeing through the camouflage" or

paraphrasing. Since the Reading test rarely gives you a "word-for-word" answer and usually asks

you to paraphrase what you read, this section was quite valuable. For some reason, they removed

it, even though it was one of the best features of the book.
